NATIONAL APOLOGY to victims and survivors of institutional child sexual abuse: On Monday 22nd October, the Prime Minister of Australia, 

the Hon Scott Morrison MP, will deliver the National Apology to Victims and Survivors of Institutional Child Sexual Abuse at Parliament House in 

Canberra. The Apology was developed on the advice of an independent survivor-focused Reference Group and from consultations throughout 

Australia. Bishop O’Regan will issue a Pastoral Statement to be read at all Masses in Parishes throughout the Sale Diocese next weekend in response 

to and in support of the National Apology. 

“CAUSE”: The Coalition Against Unsafe Schools Education (CAUSE) is an association that has serious reservations about the application of the Safe 

Schools Program in State Primary Schools. It is inviting support from concerned parents and parishioners, and assistance with distributing flyers in our 

local area.
